The intent is to prevent
degradation of water quality, preserve habitat and
stabilize shorelines and maintain ewamic benefits.

My editor called aask
ed me to write the FWC column which will be my
pleasure. | have been associated with the FWC for
more than ten y&a and am proud of its service to
the Franklin community.

The Franklin Watershed Committee origi
nated as a subcommittee of the LCCA. It later
evolved into itsown corporate entity and was
granted 501(c) (3) tax exempt status. The FWC
has contracted with part time paid coordinator
since 2009 and has continuously worked with an
AmeriCorps member since 2010. Both the Coor
dinator and AmeriCorps volunteer report to the
FWC Board of Directors. Historically the FWC
Board has included nine Officers and Rias.

Past Presidents of the FWC Board who have vol
unteered countless hours to the success of the
organization have included Jim Cameron, Bruce
Busheyand John Barrows. They all deserve our
gratitude and we thank them for their service.

The FWC hagerformed countless projects
in the watershed in the last ten years. The projects
ranged from shorelinenprovementsto culvert
replacementdo rock lining streams and brogke
septic socialsand septic outreactree plantings
to fund raisingandcommunity events. The FWC
also sponsors an extensive tributary water sampling
initiative as well as a Boat Greeter program at the
north end boat launch.

In 2010 the FWC received the Governors
Award for Environmental Excellence and Pollution
Prevention. Tie FWC officers at the time person
ally received the award from then Governor Jim
Douglas at a ceremony in Montpelier.

The tax exempt status of the organization
makes it eligible to compete for monetary grants.
The grants provide the funding for projectshe
watershed. Grants and private donations are the
only sources of income for the FWC.

Over the past two yearthe FWC has been
an active member of the Lake Carmi TMDL
Implementation Team. The team works closely
with VT DEC and other partners to jilement
projects that will reduce phosphorus loads to the
lake. Roads thatre hydrologically connected
Lake Carmi will be a priorityf the team during
2018. The Lake Carmi TMDL Implementation
Team was the first of its kind in the state.

In 2017 theFWC embarked on a mapping
project to identify all activity in the watershed.
Mapping the watershed will serve as a valuable
tool in identifying areas where erosion prevention
isrecesgaryy | dndt hear from yo

Grants that provided funding for projects
this summer included anventory of camp roads;
the development of plans to manage storm water
runoff at the Town Garage; and the rehabilitation
of culverts on Swamp Rd. All of the grgmbjects
were completethis summer. The roads inventory
and town garage grants will hopByuserve as the
basis for grants to complete projects next year.

That experience proved to us we could succeed in
fixing Lake Carmi.Take a foliage tour to Squam
Lake this month, take the boat tour, visit their lake
museum and nature center.

Last year, in September of 2016, | traveled
to Lake Eau Claire, WI to meet with their Lake
Association staff scigrst and others. This lake was
suffering, as Lake Carmi teday, however, it is
turning around. Blue Green Algae and weeds were
in the process of destroying this lake too. Jared
Willey and David Mead of Advanced Onsite
Servicesand | met with thie lakeassociation folks
for many hours of conversation, lake tours, and on
site examination. The Lake Eau Claire Association
has installed a fine bubble aeration system in the
lake, which constantly (gently) mixes the entire
volume of the lake keeping it oxygatied. This

system is proven to control cyanobacteria by
cooling the top water and keeping it moving. It
also prevents the layering (stratification) of water
which leads to the late summer release of
phosphorus from lake sediments.

Here is an bbreviated science lesson Mr.
Willey provided to help us understand stratification
and how iteffectsour water quality.

Water Temperature arftratification fluct
uate from season to season based mainly on
ambient air temperatusand pregitation. Water
Is most dense at 39 degrees fahet As the lake
heats up or cools down, layers of water are created
based on densityThisis known as thermaitrat
ification. Lake Carmi experiences a brief time in
both the spring and the fall that the tengperes
within the lake are "equal” at about 39 degrees
whichtriggeran event called "turnover." With
these two turnovers, the lake completely mixes and
then begins the slow process ofsteatifying. This
happens in the sprirgpmetimeafter ice out. Irthe
fall it usually happens late November or
December depending on the year.

Why is understanding stratification impor
tant? Stratification and the resulting season-turn
over is a natural process that has both positive and
negative impacts on the oadirhealth of the lake.
All living organisms in the water adapt to the
constantly changing conditions this natural pheno
menon provides.

In a fishery Walleye, the beginning phase
of stratification preserves a cold water habitat that
remains viable thrnogh mid to later summer. Also
in the case of th&v/alleye the later stages result in
a total depletion of dissolved oxygen in the cold
water zone excluding them from their favored
habitat.

For cyanobacteria, stratification provides
prime conditions durinthe summer months
including high temperatures in the surface water
layer (epilimnion) where sunlight is most abundant
as well asanutrientrelease during the late summer
months.

A properly sized aeration system prevents
stratification by providing a ewstant turnover,
(ideally one complete circulatiasf thelake
volume every 810 days). It results in uniform
temperatures throughout the lake depth but not
enough to negatively impact the walleye fishery.
There is strong evidence that fisheries improve
when the bottom of the lake stays aerobic.
